It was moved by Alderman Houston and seconded by Alderman Clubb that committee
recommendation that council approve to continue the both public hearings to consider
annexations agreements between the City of Morris and Funk Management Limited
Partnership for approximately 38.02 +/- acres located at 802 E. Route 6 and between the City
of Morris and Barry Narvick and Brian Funk for approximately 7.29 +/-acres located at 785 E.
Route 6 in Aux Sable Township, in Grundy County, lllinois until March 7, 2022. This motion
was carried by the following vote:
