Creek Estates property owners. When Walnut Grove approached the city to build 30 Units, 15
Duplex’s it would have been allowed to have a Private Drive through this area, however Deer
Creek didn’t own the units, individuals did, yet the city zoning still allowed for this to be a
private drive. It should have never happened, and now we continue to pay the price. Every
time we ask for a city services; we are told “we can’t it is a private road.”

For the last 7 years | have lived there the city has picked up branches, and any excess refuge
they would pick up, as of a month ago the city has advised they will no longer do that anymore.

We are the only senior community in Morris, that we took control of and remodeled, updated
and you must admit it looks pretty good now compared to what it was but yet we cannot have
any of the city services because it is a private road.

Anytime | would to talk to the Council or the past Mayor | was told it was and insurance
regulations prohibited. It's a catch all excuse. We all pay taxes just as everyone else does
through the city. When it is convenient for other citizens of Morris, or the City of Morris our
road isn’t so private, but when we want something, it is a private road we can’t help you.
We are tired of hearing “we can’t” do anything, it’s a private road. Don’t leave us stranded.

Grandfather us in, don’t leave this community on an island.
