Mayor Brown addressed the council that this is the anticipation everyone has been waiting for
to see the Y.M.C.A. at a point where they are ready to start digging and building the new
facility. In addition to this facility will be 10 duplexes built on the soutside of the road leading
to the new Y.M.CA.

Guy Christensen of 1080 Gladys Avenue addressed the Council thanking all of them for
everything along the way and he also stated that this was a long time coming.

Tracey Baker of 2035 Gully Road, Morris informed the council that she had applied for a special
event food vendor permit on 3/13/2023 and was denied the permit on 3/14/2023, but without
any written denial and wanted to know why she hasn’t received anything because it has been
over 30 days. She went on to mention that ancther vendor was able to do the exact same
thing she was applying to do, without any problems and inquired why do we have ordinances if
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there is no accountability. Mayor Brown replied to Ms. Baker that she would be mailed a denial
letter.
